Medicaid State Plan

https://portal.flmmis.com/FLPublic/Provider_P

roviderServices/tabId/39/Default.aspx



iBudget Waiver 

• For individuals 21 and older 

• Prevent or remedy dental problems that could 

compromise health by increasing the risk of 

infection or disease, reducing food options, or 

resulting in restrictive nutritional intake



iBudget Waiver Tips

Look for unused funds from other 
services or discuss adjusting units in 
current approved services prior to 
requesting additional funds.



iBudget Waiver Tips

Cleanings limited to two per year

X-Rays

Itemize with cost for each procedure



iBudget Waiver Tips

Spanning the Quarter Example



iBudget Waiver Tips

Spanning the Quarter

If a portion of the approved funds is 
in the first month of the quarter and 
a portion in the last month of the 
quarter, the consumer can receive 
dental services any time during that 
quarter without adjusting the plan if 
the appointment is changed.
